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QUALITATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE HISTORICAL SENSE OF THE PERIOD

Qualitative analysis of the historical sense of the period of an open psychological crisis reveals
the determinants of the main factors of its development. Analysis of data trends are not limited to
chronological limits of the period in the history of psychology, but later in pislyavyenni years we
have seen some shift given contextual assessment of economic decline, which led to the development
of education psychology problems (due to the spread neosvidchenosti); development of volitional
and moral qualities; the nature of the child; communication development and upbringing, etc.

The most important theoretical achievements of the Soviet psychology of the 20-30's, which
later formed the theoretical and methodological foundation of psychological science in the USSR,
manifested in the following features:

1) psyche as a function, the property of highly organized matter — the human brain, which was
realized in the conceptual positions of I. Sechenov [12], I. Pavilov [10], V. M. Bekhterev [3], etc.;

2) the evolutionary-stage nature of the development of the psyche, representatives:
P. P. Blonskii [6] and followers. The idea of the concept was in the following statement: only in
interaction with the external environment can realize the internal inherent mental development
potentials .;
