necessarily includes the study of the cultural heritage of the peoples of the world
and the culture of their people, including “local culture”. Reformed educators
viewed multicultural education as a means of personal development,
humanization, and preparation for life in a democratic society.

Thus, our analysis led to the idea that the concept of multicultural education is
such a broad system within which the principle of optimal ratio of universal,
international and national in the teacher's activity can be most fully implemented.
