INVECTIVE VOCABULARY AS A SOURCE OF CREATION

OF FAMILY NAMES OF THE ZAPORIZZJA COSSACKS

IN THE MIDDLE OF THE XVIII CENTURY (ON THE MATERIAL

OF THE 1756 REGISTER OF THE ZAPORIZZJA FIELD HOST ARMY)

The article examines the family names of the ZaporizZja Cossacks of the
middle of the XVIII century, in the bases of which the expressive negative-
appraisal and obscene vocabulary was reflected. The etymological analysis of
the creative bases of personal names is performed, the lexical-semantic structur-
ing is carried out, the motives of the nomination are clarified. It is established
that the basics for the considered group are the subgroups formed from names
of “unclean” animals and mentally limited persons.
