Such assessments investigating the effects of input are demonstrating the short-term effects of input that focuses
on form but shed no light on whether the effects of such input are transient or truly acquired as part of the learner’s
internalized system.

This begs the question as to whether manipulated or enhanced input and output that focuses on form leads to
long-term acquisition of these target structures or whether such gains are results of short- term cognitive strategies.
