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ISLAMIC VIEW ON FEMINISM’S BIOETHICS: REPRODUCTIVE
RIGHTS IN ABORTION & SURROGATE MOTHERHOOD

In this article I attempt to examine ethic issues of great importance, namely,
reproduction rights in abortion and surrogate motherhood. The article, written
basically owing to the work of Stephen Satris and Dariusch Atightchi’s examination
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of given problem, and, of course, Sacred Gur’an, considers feminist stance in
mainstream bioethics of reproduction and Islamic criticism of it. My purpose is to
show how the incompatibility of Islam with feminism is profound in main bioethical
questions concerning women. It is not just a disagreement about what sort of rights
should be accorded to women. Islam and feminism have contradictory views on the
most fundamental issues in bioethics and social philosophy.

Introduction. The bioethics movement was triggered in
the 1960s by protest against gross abuses of medical
authority such as the Nazi doctors’ experiments. At the
same time so—called second—wave feminism took hold.
Feminism is the only serious, coherent, and universal
philosophy that offers an alternative to patriarchal thinking
and structures. Feminists believe in a few simple tenets.
They believe that women are human beings, that two sexes
are equal in all significant ways, and that this equality must
be publicly recognized [1, p. 120]. Feminism addressed a
wide-range of issues related to social and legal injustices,
family, sexuality, work and, of course, reproductive rights.
They examined the abortion debate, the reproductive
inventions, and other “women—centered” questions in
medical ethics [2, p. 12—13].

First of all, medical ethics are based on the moral,
religious and philosophical ideals and principles of the
society in which they are practiced. Not surprisingly then,
what is ethical in one society might not be so in another. In
the Muslim society ethics including bioethics are based on
Islamic theology and the Shari’a — Islamic law.

Although Islam and feminism are not completely
without common ground, the values and principles of Islam
and feminism are generally contrary. The feminist idea that
traditional gender roles are to be eliminated is opposed by
the Islamic idea that the primary role of woman is that of
wife and mother [3, p. 232]. Islam stated that women and
men are equal in status and prestige, and that nothing
detracts women. Allah (be He Exalted) says:

“O mankind! Reverence your Guardian—Lord, who
created you from a single person, created, of like nature,
His mate, and from them twain scattered (like seeds)
countless men and women” {9, Al-Nisa’ 1}.

Gustave Le Bon, the well-known French thinker stated
in his work “The Arab Civilization™: “Islamic virtuous
deeds are not limited to honoring and respecting women,
but rather, we can add that Islam is the first religion to
honor and respect women”.

Does a Fetus have the Right to Life?

The Qur’an and the traditions of the Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him) have laid down detailed
and specific ethical guidelines on various medical issues.
The Qur’an itself contains a surprising amount of accurate
detail on human embryological development, which informs
discourse on the ethical and legal status of the embryo and
fetus before birth. Respect for the person in Islam is not
restricted to the existing human being but also extends to
the fetus before birth.

The view that abortion is with rare exceptions, seriously
immoral has received support not only in religion, but also
in the recent philosophical literature. No doubt however
many philosophers including some feminists believe that
the position against abortion is a symptom of irrational
religious dogma. But we have to take into consideration that
women are represented on both sides of the abortion issue.
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
